Probation Officers Demand Fair Contract

An overpow crowd of nearly 1,000 deputy probation ofycers and
their supporters packed into the chamber of the Los Angeles
County Board of Supervisors on Sept. 27, demanding safer
conditions and renewed contact negotiations for more than
4,000 L.A. probation ofycers who have worked for nearly
three years without a contract. The same day, thousands
more AFSCME Local 685 probation ofycers took part in a job
action, calling in sick and walking off their jobs in an effort to
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shake the malaise of supervisors, who have stalled progress.
fiDeputies are risking their lives working in dangerous, understaffed
conditions and the Board of Supervisors are refusing to formally
hold discussions to correct that,0 said Yves Chery, AFSCME 685
Treasurer. iEnough is enough.o

Glendale Hilton Workers Rally for Equal Treatment
As part of their ongoing organizing campaign, more than 300 hotel
workers and their supporters rallied in front of the four-diamond
Glendale-Hilton on Sept. 22 demanding that the hotel offer card
check neutrality. Ninety employees, fully half of the hotelis workers,
attended the rally to ask for the same treatment afforded to their
counterparts at the four-diamond Beverly Hilton across town.
fiSeventy-yve percent of the workers have signed a petition for card
check neutralityd said Local 11 Organizing Director Kurt Peterson.
Organizers charge that the hotel management has increased the
pressure on employees in the past week, intimidating workers and
holding meetings to discourage their organizing effort.
